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The Historic Houses Trust of New South Wales (HHT) offers 11 unique and diverse locations to hire for film
and photography shoots.

Policy Statement

The HHT recognises the importance of the film and photography industries and the opportunities they provide
to present its significant historic properties for the enjoyment and appreciation of the community.

The HHT supports the use of its properties for television commercials, documentaries, educational
films/programs, mini-series, feature films and fashion shoots.

Film and photography shoots have the potential to disrupt the normal workings of the properties (as museums
open to the public) and/or impact on the delicate fabric. The HHT requires an application to be completed
and submitted in advance of the location shoot so to assess the nature, timeframe and impact on the
respective HHT property.

Application Guidelines
Applications for film and photography are made available for the following properties:

Applications are assessed using the following criteria:
* Impact on the fabric/collection of the property
* Impact on the normal operations/users of the property
* Purpose of the shoot (presentation standards/image of the property)
e Duration (including bump-in and bump-out times)
e Lighting requirements
e Size of production team
e Equipment details
e Vehicle access
e Public Liability Insurance

Applications may not be approved based on the following criteria:
 Compromising the presentation standards/image of the property
* Negative impact on the fabric/collection of the property
* Negative impact on the normal operations/users of the property
e Requiring to operate outside of the residential restriction times imposed by local Councils
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Operational Guidelines

The following guidelines form the basis of the HHT’s operational policy for film and photography shoots.
Once an application has been submitted, assessed and approved, a detailed Location Agreement
incorporating all details of the shoot with the HHT’s conditions of hire will be forwarded to the applicant and
once signed will become the contract and basis for the hire.

1.

Hours available for shoots

The availability of film and photography shoots within the core operating hours of HHT properties is
dependent upon the daily business schedule of the property. In assessing the application,
consideration will be given to the proposed location of the shoot and what impact it will have on the
visitor experience if the shoot is to happen within the hours that the property is open to the public.
Availability outside museum hours, for properties located within residential areas, the HHT is required
to conform to Council restrictions. All HHT properties are closed Good Friday and Christmas Day.
Please refer to the HHT’s Location Fee Schedule outlining the days and times available for film and
photography shoots.

Location Fees

Due to the complexities involved in the type and size of location shoots, location fees are only
confirmed once an application has been fully assessed to take into account the location size and
subsequent impact on the property.

If the Hirer cancels a booking prior to sixty (60) days of the scheduled hiring date, 25% of the total
venue hire fee in this Venue Hire Agreement (Schedule 1) will not be refunded. If the booking is
cancelled within sixty (60) days of the scheduled hiring date then the full deposit will not be refunded.
If the booking is cancelled within thirty (30) days of the scheduled hiring date then the balance
payment shall be forfeited to the HHT. If the Hirer transfers a booking within sixty (60) days of the
scheduled hiring date, 25% of the total venue hire fee in this Venue Hire Agreement (Schedule 1) will
not be refunded. Please refer to the HHT’s Location Fee Schedule.

Location Credit

As part of the HHT’s approval for location shoots, the HHT where it deems appropriate, will require a
location credit. The applicant is requested to confirm availability of location credit options as part of
the application process.

Bond

The HHT reserves the right to charge a bond in relation to certain location shoots. The bond will be
held for seven days after the conclusion of the booking. This is to ensure the property is left in a
satisfactory condition and has not incurred extraordinary cleaning costs, repairs to equipment or
damage to the property as a result of the shoot.

Public Liability Insurance

Public Liability Insurance of not less than $10 million indemnifying the HHT against any claims for
damage or injury arising from the activities must be attached to the application form.

Presentation Standards

The Hirer will not, except as approved by the Director of the HHT in writing, make any additions or

alterations to the structure, grounds, facilities, goods, equipment or decoration to the property.

The Hirer acknowledges that the Director of the HHT retains the right to request the removal of any
material which is considered to be detrimental to the presentation standards of the property and the
Hirer will comply immediately with any such request.

Conservation

The conservation of its properties is the primary objective of the HHT at all times. The touching
and/or moving of museum obijects or furniture, within the properties, by non-HHT staff is strictly
prohibited. A HHT staff member will be appointed to manage all location shoots and requests for the
moving of museum objects or furniture must be made through this staff member.

There are to be no materials affixed to the fabric of the properties (including pegging and/or spiking
of equipment to gardens and grounds). Protective druggets need to be used on all floors inside
properties. Equipment with metal wheels or bases cannot be used inside the properties. All tripods
require rubber feet.

Noise

The HHT enforces the guidelines set by the Environmental Protection Authority (EPA) regarding noise
restrictions. The maximum acceptable noise level for a residential environment is five (5) decibels at
the receiving boundary of a neighbour, which equates to 50% over the normal noise level.

Damage

The Hirer is responsible for any damage caused to the property by their associated agents, employees
and contractors and will be required to compensate the HHT for the damage.

Smoking

No smoking is the HHT’s policy. Smoking is therefore prohibited in all enclosed areas with the HHT
retaining the right to restrict smoking in all areas within its boundaries.

Use of Dangerous Articles

The Hirer will not bring or permit any flame, flammable liquid or substance, explosive, ammunition,
firearm or dangerous weapon to be brought into or used at a HHT property.

Vehicle Access

Vehicle access (including the number and size) is dependant on the property hired and the time of the
hiring.

Departure from Property

The Hirer shall leave the HHT property and its environment, facilities, goods, equipment and services
in the clean and safe condition it was found in at the commencement of the location hire. All goods
and equipment brought in by the Hirer is to be removed from the property at the end of the hire

period.
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
